Which one got in the way for you? Do any of them still get in your way? 

a. The Wrong Door – Trying to find purpose in anything or anyone 
outside of Jesus. 

b. The Locked Door – Thinking the key to being “good with God” is 
good works. 

c. The Slammed Door – Thinking God’s ashamed of you and won’t 
accept you because of your past. 

3. God wants to not only welcome us home by providing us salvation but 
continue to dine with us in an ongoing relationship with Him. What’s 
your next step to grow closer to Him in your relationship with Him?
